THE GOOD SHEPHERD This Fourth Sunday of Easter is traditionally referred to as “Good Shepherd Sunday.” Today we listen to
the words of the Lord as he refers to himself as the “good shepherd who lays down his life for the sheep.” It is sometimes so difficult for us to grasp
the reality that anyone would lay down his or her own life for the sake of someone else. This is especially true in a society that places high value
on power and personal advancement, often at the cost of “trampling” on other people in order to climb the ladder. Today's scriptures point to the
one we are called to emulate—the one who lays down his life for his sheep. Today’s scriptures challenge us to discover ways to bring life to those
around us—to build up rather than to tear down.  copyright © J. S. Paluch Co.

Change in Pastor  Bishop Soto has transferred your
Pastor Fr Benedict DeLeon to the north shore, where he will take
charge of Corpus Christi parish in Tahoe City, effective July 1. The
Bishop has appointed Father Mauricio Hurtado, presently Parochial
Vicar at StJames Parish in Davis, to become Parochial Administrator
here at St Theresa. Please pray for your priests.

Under the provisions of Canon 539 and 540 of the church’s
Code of Canon Law, the Diocesan Bishop may appoint a
“Parochial Administrator” to take-on the full responsibilities of
the Pastor, until such time as the Bishop appoints a Pastor.

It has become the practice of our Diocese that when the
Bishop appoints a priest to take charge of a parish who has
never previously held the responsibility of Pastor, (in other
words, it is that priest’s first time to lead a parish) then that
priest is named as “Parochial Administrator” for a year or
so. After that period, the Bishop normally appoints this

Parochial Administrator as Pastor.

Imagenes antiguas de Cristo lo mostraban como un
pastor joven cargando una ovejita en sus hombros. El
mismo se presenta como el buen Pastor (Juan 10:11).
Esta imagen que nos conforta con el amor de Cristo, es
en realidad una imagen radical. Hay que saber dos
cosas sobre el pastor palestino de aquella época: 1) los
pastores eran considerados sucios, peligrosos y
ladrones, y 2) cuando cargaban una ovejita era porque
ellos mismos le habian quebrado la pierna.

éPorque Jesus se describe como uno de ellos? Jesus
ve mas alld de las apariencias y los estereotipos, y se
asocia con aquellas personas que la sociedad de su
tiempo odiaba y marginaba. Por voluntad propia decide
estar entre los pobres y despreciados. Si Jesus viniera a
la tierra en nuestro tiempo, se describiria a si mismo
como el buen inmigrante.

En cuanto a la ovejita sobre el hombre: en casos
extremos, de ovejas rebeldes que se alejaban del
rebafio, los pastores tenian que quebrarles la pierna
para cargarlas sobre los hombros. De esta manera las
amansaban para que no se alejaran de él. Dios no hace
esto en nosotros, pero tampoco nos evita el
sufrimiento. Antes bien, nos ayuda a llevarlo de manera
heroica, como lo hizo con el santo Job.
